Stannol HX21 Medium is a special flux for soft soldering of metals, which cannot be soldered with usual No-Clean fluxes for
the electronics manufacturing. The medium is of pasty consistency and can be printed. It is also suitable for dispenser
application. The thixotropic characteristics provide a problem-free application; the leaking of the dispenser needle will be
avoided.

Stannol HX21 Medium is water-soluble. Misprints or misplaced flux dots can be removed with water easily. The flux residues
must be removed with water after soldering. The flux residues are soluble with cold water. Increased temperatures improve
the cleaning result; also the cleaning with a spraying jet is more effective, because hidden places or shadow areas can be
attained.
